Your  first  stop  will  be  the  Cape  Coast
Castle, originally built by the Swedes in 1653 and later
seized by the British. Here, you will gain insight into the
intricate  relationship  between  the  Western  slave
traders  and  the  African  tribes  that  facilitated  the
transatlantic slave trade. Step inside the castle's dim
and  suffocating  dungeons,  and  let  your  imagination
transport you back in time, allowing you to empathize
with the millions of Africans who endured unimaginable
suffering.
