Nairobi - Masai Mara [B/L/D]

By lunchtime, we will have
arrived at the Masai Mara, one of Kenya's most well-
known and historical safari destinations, where we will
embark on the first of numerous unforgettable game
drives. The diverse ecosystem is home to a broad array
of game, including lions, leopards, cheetahs, zebras,
wildebeest (gnus), giraffes, buffaloes, jackals, topis,
gazelles, impalas, and elephants, as well as numerous
birds. The rivers are teeming with hippopotamuses and
crocodiles. From around July to October, approximately
two million animals, mostly wildebeest but also some
zebras and antelopes, migrate here from the Serengeti
during the renowned Great Wildebeest Migration. In the
evening, enjoy a delectable dinner at the lodge.

Overnight in Masai Mara

The entire day will be spent in the world-renowned
Masai Mara National Reserve, where you will have the
opportunity to go wildlife viewing. Following a leisurely
breakfast, embark on a morning game drive to explore
the vast wilderness and observe the diverse wildlife.
