Walk  through the
monumental  Propylaea and explore the architectural
masterpieces of ancient Greece, including the Temple
of  Athena  Nike,  the  Erechtheion,  and  the  iconic
Parthenon, while your guide shares fascinating insights
into their history and significance.

Following your Acropolis visit, proceed to the modern
Acropolis Museum for a guided tour. Here, you’ll admire
an impressive collection of artifacts and sculptures that
bring  the  story  of  ancient  Athens  to  l i fe  in  a
contemporary setting.

Optional  –  Meteora  Monasteries  Day Trip  with
Caves & Lunch

Your journey begins at the cruise terminal, followed by
a scenic drive to the town of Kalabaka (approximately 4
hours).  Along  the  way,  enjoy  a  refreshing  stop  in
Kamena Vourla,  where you can stretch,  grab coffee or
snacks, and take in views of the island of Evia before
continuing  into  the  mountains.  Arriving  in  Kalabaka
around midday, you’ll meet your local guide and enjoy
a  short  break  for  lunch  at  a  traditional  Greek
restaurant. Afterward, begin an in-depth exploration of
Meteora  lasting  over  four  hours.  You’ll  visit  all  the
monasteries from the outside and enter three of them,
while  your  guide  shares  insights  into  the  region’s
unique  rock  formations,  monastic  history,  and
traditions.  Enjoy several  panoramic  photo stops and
discover  the  famous  Hermit  Caves,  along  with
fascinating  local  stories  about  this  remarkable
landscape. On the return journey to Athens, there will
be another refreshment stop before arriving back late
in the evening.

Optional – Day Trip to Delphi Including Lunch
Depart Athens early in the morning and travel through
the fertile plains of Boeotia, passing through Thebes
and Levadia. Upon arrival in Delphi, your expert guide
will  introduce  you  to  the  legendary  Oracle  and  its
significance  in  the  ancient  Greek  world.  Explore  key
landmarks including the Castalian Spring, the Stoa of
the Athenians,  the Athenian Treasury,  the polygonal
wall,  and the Temple of Apollo.  You’ll  also have the
option to visit the archaeological museum (entrance at
your own expense), home to renowned artifacts such
as the Naxian Sphinx and the bronze Charioteer. After
free time for lunch in the village, return to Athens via
the charming mountain village of Arachova, located on
the slopes of Mount Parnassus.

Optional – Day Trip to Corinth & Canal Including
Lunch

Begin your day with pickup from a centrally located
meeting point in Athens and travel comfortably through
the Greek countryside to  the famous Corinth Canal.
Enjoy  approximately  45  minutes  to  admire  and
photograph  this  impressive  engineering  feat,  which
connects  the  Gulf  of  Corinth  with  the  Saronic  Gulf.
Continue  to  Ancient  Corinth,  once  a  powerful  and
wealthy city known for its architecture and historical
significance.  Explore the ruins and learn about  its  role
in ancient history, including its destruction and later
reconstruction  by  the  Romans.  See  the  Temple  of
Apollo  and  hear  stories  of  notable  figures  such  as  St.
Paul and Pausanias, along with myths like Jason and
the  Argonauts.  After  lunch,  stop  briefly  at  the  ancient
port of Kechries for photos before returning to Athens.

Paul Biblical Tour with Lunch

Step back in time on this inspiring journey following the
footsteps of the Apostle Paul. Visit the historic cities of
Athens  and  Ancient  Corinth,  where  Paul  lived,
preached,  and shaped early  Christianity.  Throughout
the tour,  gain insight into Paul’s life,  teachings, and
enduring  influence,  while  exploring  significant  biblical
and historical sites. This enriching experience blends
faith,  history,  and  culture,  offering  a  deeper
appreciation of the ancient world and its lasting legacy.
