Pay your respects at the memorial where the remains
of two ancestors, repatriated from the United States
and Jamaica, were reinterred. Continue with a courtesy
visit  to  the local  chief  and elders,  where traditional
drumming  and  dancing  create  a  warm  cultural



welcome.

Participate in a traditional Ghanaian naming ceremony,
during which each guest receives a Ghanaian name
and  commemorative  gift,  symbolizing  a  meaningful
connection with the local community and heritage.

Return to Cape Coast later in the day.
