DAY 5 Nairobi - Mombasa - Diani Beach [B/-/D]

Here,  delve  into  the  local  butterfly
breeding practices and gain insights into the lifestyle of
the Bantu-speaking Digo people.

Venture further into the reserve,  leaving behind the
confines  of  your  vehicle  for  a  scenic  hike  to  the
magnificent  Sheldrick  Falls.  Cascading  82  feet  (25
meters) into a refreshing, crystalline pool, the falls offer
an  inviting  opportunity  for  an  afternoon  swim.  For
those  opting  out  of  the  hike,  a  short  game  drive
through the park awaits, followed by a rendezvous with
the hikers for an extended wildlife-viewing excursion.

As you traverse the reserve, keep a keen eye out for its
diverse  inhabitants,  including  the  endangered  sable
antelope, elusive leopard, graceful waterbuck, playful
bushbaby, and the nocturnal civet cat. Marvel at the
pockets of lush rainforest that serve as habitat for the
resident  elephants,  while  scanning  the  skies  for
sightings of ostrich eagles, cuckoos, and African hawks.

Pause for a lunch break (at your own expense) at the
scenic Shimba Hills Green Safari  Camp, where you'll
enjoy a leisurely afternoon against the backdrop of the
Usambara  Mountains  and  the  Mwaluganje  Elephant
Sanctuary—a  remarkable  community-based
conservation  initiative.

Conclude your enriching tour with a return journey to
your hotel in Diani Beach, where you can reflect on the
day's  adventures  amidst  the  tranquil  coastal
surroundings.
