The  dance  taking  story  from  Ramayana  is
Hindu epic, is held in open air stage near the uluwatu
temple. Is unique dance due to the sound of gamelan is
not using the normal gamelan but use their mouth. The
dancers with some group make sounds "cak", is like
akapela but more interesting. Some humor put in the
story make the dance more enjoyable to watch. Dinner
at Hotel.
