Add-on - Montserrat Tour from Barcelona - USD

to protect its beautiful landscapes. Accompanied by a
local quide, explore the Monastery and learn about its
history and architectural style. The Monastery is home
to a community of 80 monks who follow the rule of
Saint Benedict. Admire the Gothic and Renaissance
features of the basilica and sanctuary. Discover the
tale of the miraculous apparition of the Black Madonna
and Child in the Santa Cova cave, which is believed to
have happened in the 9th century. You will also have
the opportunity to visit the Church of the monastery to
see the wood carving of La Moreneta, the popular
name for the Black Madonna. Apart from the main
area, Montserrat also has many small churches and
trails that you can explore at your leisure. After the
guided tour, you will have free time to sample the
finest liquors, purchase locally-made delicacies, or visit
the audio-visual exhibition. Visit the basilica when the
Boys' Choir performs. This choir is one of the oldest in
Europe, and they sing every weekday at 1:00 pm.
