Cairo (Pyramids & Sphinx Tour) [B/L/-]

These pyramids, which include
Cheops, Chephren, and Mycerinus, were once
considered by the Greeks to be a marvel of the world.

Located close to the Pyramids is the Great Sphinx of
Giza, which dates back to the time of Chephren (2620
BC). This incredible statue, made from natural
yellowish limestone and standing at a height of 65 feet
and length of 187 feet, is a unique combination of a
Pharaoh's head with a lion's body. After visiting the
Pyramids, you can take a quick trip to the papyrus
institute or a perfume shop.

Lunch will be at a local restaurant, and after that, you
will be transported back to the hotel. The rest of the
day is free for you to relax and unwind at your own
pace.
