DEPART - GREECE

ATHENS - ARRIVAL [-/-/D]

ATHENS: PAUL AT MARS HILL (AREOPAGUS) [B/-
I-]

city. Visit Mars Hill (the Areopagus), where Paul
delivered his powerful sermon to the philosophers of
Athens, proclaiming the “Unknown God.” Standing at
this sacred site offers a profound opportunity for
Scripture reading, reflection, and prayer.

Continue with a panoramic city tour, viewing key
landmarks that reveal the grandeur of ancient Athens
and its role as a center of philosophy, culture, and early
Christian witness. The afternoon is free for personal
reflection or leisure.

Overnight in Athens

ATHENS - CORINTH - ATHENS [B/-/-]

This morning, depart Athens for Corinth, one of the

most significant cities in Paul’s missionary journeys.
Explore the archaeological site of ancient Corinth,
where Paul lived, worked, and preached for more than
a year. Visit the Bema Seat, where Paul was brought
before Roman authorities, and reflect on the challenges
faced by early Christians in a pagan society. Time is set
aside to connect these locations with Paul’s letters to
the Corinthians.

After this meaningful visit, return to Athens in the
evening.

Overnight in Athens

ATHENS - THESSALONIKI [B/-/D]

After breakfast, journey north through the scenic
landscapes of mainland Greece toward Thessaloniki.
Upon arrival, enjoy an orientation tour of the city,
which played a central role in Paul’s ministry and
inspired two New Testament epistles. Reflection
focuses on Paul’'s encouragement to the early Christian
community here and the enduring strength of faith
amid persecution.

Dinner is included this evening, followed by time for
quiet reflection.

Overnight in Thessaloniki

THESSALONIKI - BEREA - KAVALA [B/-/D]

Following breakfast, travel to Berea, known for its
faithful believers who diligently examined the
Scriptures to confirm Paul’s teachings. Visit the Bema
of Apostle Paul and reflect on the importance of
studying God's Word with openness and discernment.
Continue onward to Kavala, ancient Neapolis, the port
where Paul first arrived in Europe. This moment
marked a turning point in Christian history, as the
Gospel entered the Western world.

Dinner is included at the hotel.

Overnight in Kavala

KAVALA - PHILIPPI - KAVALA [B/-/D]



Today is dedicated to Philippi, one of the most
spiritually significant sites of Paul’s journey. Visit the
ruins of the ancient Roman colony, including the forum
and early Christian basilicas. Stop at Lydia’s Baptistery,
commemorating the first documented Christian
baptism in Europe. Reflection centers on Paul's Letter
to the Philippians, emphasizing joy, faith, and
perseverance.

Return to Kavala in the evening for dinner.

Overnight in Kavala

KAVALA - METEORA (KALAMBAKA) [B/-/D]

After breakfast, depart for Meteora, one of Greece’s
most awe-inspiring spiritual destinations. Towering rock
formations crowned with centuries-old monasteries
create a setting of deep reverence and contemplation.
Visit one or more historic monasteries and learn about
the ascetic traditions and enduring faith of the monks
who sought closeness to God in solitude.

Dinner is included, offering a peaceful conclusion to
this spiritually enriching day.

Overnight in Kalambaka / Meteora Area
