DAY 1 DEPART FOR FRANCE

Prepare yourself!  You are leaving today for  Paris  to
start your Paris and the French Riviera tour.

DAY 2 PARIS ARRIVAL [-/-/-]

Upon arrival  in  Paris,  claim your  bags  and  proceed
towards the arrival hall. Our representative will meet
you  and  assist  with  your  transfer  to  the  hotel.
(Standard check-in time is 3:00 pm.)

If you have arrived early, you might like to take a stroll
on the streets of Paris.

DAY 3
PARIS - GUIDED TOUR OF PARIS INCLUDING
EIFFEL TOWER LUNCH WITH PANORAMIC BAY
WINDOW SEATING [B/L/-]

Begin your unforgettable Paris adventure with a private
hotel  pickup.  An  expert  English-speaking  tour  guide
and chauffeur will escort you through the heart of Paris,
where you'll visit iconic landmarks including the Arc de
Triomphe,  Champs-Élysées,  Les  Invalides,  Opéra
Garnier,  Place  Vendôme,  Place  de  la  Concorde,  the
Louvre,  Musée  d’Orsay,  Notre-Dame  Cathedral,  the
Latin Quarter, Île de la Cité, Île Saint-Louis, Montmartre,
and the Panthéon. Enjoy plenty of photo opportunities
at  key  spots  such  as  Montmartre  and  Notre-Dame
Cathedral.

The  highlight  of  your  tour  is  a  panoramic  lunch  at
Madame Brasserie, located on the 1st floor of the Eiffel
Tower.  Indulge  in  a  delicious  3-course  meal  with  a
choice of starters, main courses, and desserts, paired
with Champagne, fine wines, mineral water, and coffee.
Enjoy panoramic views of Paris from your window-side
seating. At lunchtime, you’ll arrive at the base of the
Eiffel  Tower,  where  your  timed  access  lift  tickets  will
take  you  up  to  the  restaurant  for  your  meal.

After  lunch,  take more time to admire the stunning
views  of  the  city  from  the  Eiffel  Tower.  See  famous
landmarks  like  Champs  de  Mars,  Trocadéro,  Les
Invalides,  the  George Pompidou Centre,  Notre-Dame

Cathedral, and Sacré-Cœur. Experience the transparent
floor  and  explore  the  outer  walkway  with  its  photos,
exhibits, and interactive screens showcasing historical
facts.

Continue  along  the
riverbanks,  passing  the  iconic  booksellers  who have
long been a part of the scene, until you arrive at Place
de la Concorde, the largest square in Paris, home to the
3,300-year-old Luxor Obelisk from Egypt. Your journey
then leads you to the Eiffel Tower, the symbol of Paris
and  France,  where  you  can  capture  unforgettable
moments of the City of Lights. In the afternoon or at
sunset, enjoy a one-hour Seine River cruise (included),
offering  a  unique  and  scenic  way  to  explore  Paris.
Along the way, learn about the city’s rich history and
architectural marvels.

After breakfast, you will be transferred to the airport for
your  flight  to  Nice.  Upon  arrival  in  Nice,  you  will  be
transferred  to  your  hotel.  Check-in  and  relax.  Your
evening in Nice is free to explore at your own pace. You
can take a relaxing stroll  along the Promenade des
Anglais,  enjoy  the  stunning  sunset  over  the
Mediterranean, or discover the vibrant nightlife in the
Old Town. Explore the charming cafés and restaurants
offering delicious Mediterranean cuisine, or visit a local
bar for a drink. If you prefer something more peaceful,
unwind on the beach or enjoy the views from Castle
Hill.  The  evening  is  yours  to  create  the  perfect
experience in this beautiful coastal city.

DAY 7
NICE - FULL DAY NICE, MONACO, MONTE-CARLO
AND EZE TOUR [B/-/-]

Experience the true essence of the Riviera, exploring
both hidden treasures and popular landmarks with the
expertise  of  your  certified  private  guide.  Begin  with  a
panoramic  drive  along  the  iconic  "Promenade  des
Anglais," passing the Bay of Anges, the Old Port, the
Paillon Gardens, and Maseena Square, home to striking
water  mirrors  and  modern  art  sculptures.  Enjoy  a
guided  walking  tour  through  the  pedestrian  center,
featuring  Baroque  palaces,  a  cathedral,  charming
boutiques,  the  daily  flower  market,  and  the  Cours
Seleya  artisan  market.

As you head east with your guide and private driver,
you'll soon be treated to stunning sea views that are
part  of  the  region's  unique  allure.  Learn  about  the
area’s rich history as you make your way to Èze, a
beautifully preserved hilltop village offering panoramic
views  of  the  Mediterranean.  Due  to  its  elevated
position, Èze, often referred to as an "eagle’s nest" at
1,400 feet above sea level, has a history of disputed



ownership.

Visit the Fragonard Perfumery, where an expert guide
will lead you through the fascinating world of perfume
creation. Discover the art behind the 'nose' – the term
used  for  perfume  creators  –  and  enjoy  a  sensory
experience as you sample various fragrances, trying to
match them with the plants or spices they originate
from. The history of perfume production in the region
adds an extra layer of intrigue to the experience. Take
advantage of outlet pricing for fragrances.

After Èze, continue on to Monaco, a glamorous city-
state known for luxury. Before admiring the yachts and
high-end boutiques, explore the history of the Prince’s
Palace,  originally  built  as  a  fortress  and the site  of
numerous  historical  conflicts.  Drive  along  the  Monaco
Formula One Grand Prix race track through the Monte
Carlo neighborhood, taking in its luxurious hotels and
famous landmarks. Stop at two iconic spots: the Monte
Carlo  Casino  and  the  Monaco  Cathedral.  Afterward,
your guide and driver will return you to Nice, leaving
you with lasting memories of the Mediterranean coast’s
glamour and beauty, and a deeper understanding of
why so many visitors flock to the region each year.

DAY 8 NICE - DAY IS FREE AT LEISURE [B/-/-]

The day is free for you to enjoy at your own leisure in
Nice. You can explore the charming streets of the Old
Town, relax on the beach, or take a stroll along the
Promenade des Anglais. You might also choose to visit
museums, enjoy a delicious meal at a local café, or
simply  unwind  while  taking  in  the  beautiful
Mediterranean views. The choice is yours to create the
perfect day in this stunning city.

S t a r t  y o u r  d a y  w i t h  a  p i c k - u p  f r o m  y o u r
accommodation in Nice and relax in an air-conditioned
van  as  you  head  to  Biot.  Discover  the  art  of  Biot
glassware manufacturing, renowned for its exceptional
quality.

Next, visit the hillside village of Opio, surrounded by
olive  groves,  pines,  cork  oak,  and strawberry  trees.
Explore a rare 15th-century mill still in operation and
enjoy tasting regional  products paired with delicious
olive oil.

Continue  to  Gourdon,  a  picturesque  hilltop  village
offering  stunning  views  of  the  French  Riviera.  Admire
its 9th-century castle and beautiful garden, designed
by the famous Versailles landscaper, André Lenotre.

Marvel at the Gorges du Loup, home to a 40-meter-high
waterfall, and visit Tourrette-sur-Loup, a village known
for its violet cultivation since 1880.

End the day at a wine estate in Saint-Jeannet, where
you'll  sample  six  different  wines,  including  red,  rosé,
white, and sweet varieties. Learn from the winemaker
about aging wine using glass carboys powered by the
sun.

After  your  tasting,  enjoy  the  beautiful  paintings  by
Remy  Rasse,  who  also  designs  wine  labels,  before
returning to your accommodation.

Add-on: Half-day Cannes, Antibes and St Paul de
Vence tour – USD 80 per person on Shared basis
Begin  your  half-day  tour  from  Nice  with  a  visit  to
Cannes, where you’ll  stroll along the iconic Croisette
promenade, the symbol of the city. Visit the Palace of
Festivals,  home to the famous Cannes Film Festival,
and walk the red carpet.

Next,  head to Antibes, one of France’s oldest cities,
founded by Greek merchants in the 5th century. Here,
you’ll  find  a  mix  of  locals  at  the  traditional  Provencal
market  and  wealthy  yacht  owners.  Explore  the
charming seafront, historic buildings, and the old town
with its lively market.

Finally,  visit  Saint-Paul-de-Vence,  a  medieval  town
nestled between the Mediterranean and the Southern
Alps. Known for its rich artistic heritage, the town is
home  to  numerous  workshops  and  art  galleries.
Discover why it has inspired many artists, writers, and
poets,  including  Prévert,  Pagnol,  and  painters  like
Chagall, Picasso, and Matisse.

Add-on:  Day  trip  to  Saint-Tropez  and  Port
Grimaud – USD 120 per person on Shared basis
Embark on a day trip from Nice to explore the charming



seaside  town  of  Port-Grimaud  and  the  iconic  Saint-
Tropez. Enjoy a scenic boat ride from Port-Grimaud to
Saint-Tropez, taking in the beautiful coastline along the
way,  and  spend  time  discovering  the  picturesque
streets of Saint-Tropez.

Your day begins with pick-up from your hotel or private
address in Nice at 8:30 AM, followed by a minibus ride
to Port-Grimaud and Saint-Tropez. Start with a leisurely
boat trip from Port-Grimaud, often referred to as the
"Little Venice," to Saint-Tropez.

Saint-Tropez,  a  legendary  village,  has  long  been  a
favorite  of  international  stars  from  fashion  and
literature since the 1920s and remains a hotspot for
celebrities, models, and millionaires.

Upon arrival, enjoy free time to explore the charming
old town, shop at the local market, or dine at a sunny
terrace  café.  Afterward,  return  to  Nice  along  the
stunning  Littoral  Coast  Road,  where  you’ll  have
opportunities  to  stop and admire some of  the most
breathtaking views in France.

DAY 9 NICE - DEPARTURE [B/-/-]

Your  memorable  journey  through  Paris  concludes
today.  Depending  on  your  flight  schedule,  you  may
enjoy some free time to explore the city at your own
pace. Take the opportunity to revisit  any attractions
you may have missed, stroll along the Seine, or pick up
some last-minute souvenirs from the charming Parisian
shops.  Whether  you  choose  to  soak  in  the  city’s
romantic atmosphere or simply relax with a café au
lait, the time is yours to enjoy.
