DAY 1 Depart USA/CANADA [-/-/-]

Prepare  yourself!  You  are  leaving  today  for
Johannesburg to start your unbelievable Ultimate South
Africa Journey.

DAY 2 Johannesburg Arrival [-/-/-]

Welcome to Johannesburg!!!.  Arrival in Johannesburg
with  transfer  to  hotel.   Please  note  that  the  usual
check-in time is 3:00 PM, so you can take some time to
settle in and rest.  Spend your evening relaxing and
getting ready for the exciting sightseeing adventures
that await you tomorrow.

Overnight in Johannesburg

DAY 3 Johannesburg Sightseeing [B/-/-]

After breakfast, meet with the tour guide at the hotel in
Johannesburg and depart to explore the vibrant sights
and  sounds  of  Soweto  and  Johannesburg,  Africa's
economic  powerhouse.  The  tour  delves  into  the
political  and  historical  significance  of  the  struggle
against apartheid, and visits key memorial sites, such
as  the  Apartheid  Museum,  Soweto's  suburbs,  and
informal settlements.

Our  first  stop  is  at  Apartheid  Museum,  exploring  the
exhibits  that  cover  the  turbulent  history  of  the
Apartheid era in South Africa. It offers a comprehensive
overview  of  South  Africa's  Apartheid  era,  from  the
onset  of  segregation  to  the  implementation  of  the
Apartheid system, and covers all  of  the factors that
have  shaped  the  country's  20th-century  history,
including the discovery of gold, black consciousness,
and  the  first  democratic  elections.  Next,  depart  for
Mandela  House  and  spend  some  time  touring  the
national  monument  and  learning  about  Nelson
Mandela's personal life and the families that he lived
with from 1946 to 1990.

Continue  to  Constitutional  Hill  in  Braamfontein,  a
former prison and military fort that now houses South
Africa's Constitutional Court. Explore the isolation cells,
where  famous  political  activists  such  as  Mahatma

Gandhi, Nelson Mandela, and Walter Sisulu were held,
the Women's Gaol  that  housed Winnie Mandela and
others, and many other cells, as well as the awaiting
trial  building.  Next  head  to  the  Hector  Peterson
Memorial, to pay respects to those who lost their lives
during the Soweto uprising, and learn about the pivotal
moment in the anti-Apartheid struggle.

The tour concludes with a visit to the cultural hub of
Vilakazi Street and the historic suburb of Orlando West
before  your  gu ide  dr ives  you  back  to  your
Johannesburg  hotel.

Overnight in Johannesburg

DAY 4 Johannesburg - Victoria Falls [B/-/-]

After having breakfast in the morning, you will travel to
Johannesburg  airport  to  catch  your  flight  to  Victoria
Falls.   Upon  arrival,  meet  your  guide  and  head  to
Victoria  Falls  National  Park.  The  sound  of  the  falls,
audible from several kilometers away, will  greet you
upon entrance to the park. Walk along a paved path
that leads to different viewpoints of the falls. The guide
will provide information about the geology and history
of the area, pointing out the various sections of the
falls. Take some time to stop at Devil's Cataract and
Main Falls to capture some photographs and enjoy the
stunning views. Bring rain gear and be prepared to get
wet from the falls. 

The tour includes a visit to the Livingstone Statue and
information about the explorer's discovery of the falls.
See local wildlife, such as baboons and elephants, in
their natural habitat. Once you have explored the falls,
take  a  lunch  break  at  one  of  the  nearby  cafes  or
restaurants. Tour guides can recommend options based
on your preferences. Make sure to bring your rain gear
and be prepared to get wet from the falls. Afterward,
check-in at the hotel, and it's time to relax.

Evening, enjoy a sunset cruise on the Zambezi River to
conclude  the  day.  While  sipping  on  drinks  and
munching on snacks, admire the sunset over the falls
and  watch  for  hippos,  crocodiles,  as  well  as  other



wildlife that come to the river to drink.

Overnight in Victoria Falls

DAY 5 Victoria Falls - Day free at leisure [B/-/-]

Free day at leisure. You can choose to explore the town
and  its  surroundings,  visit  local  markets,  or  simply
relax and enjoy the amenities at your hotel. For those
interested in wildlife, pre-book one of our suggested
Add-ons  such  as  the  Chobe  National  Full  day  trip
including lunch

This  exciting  day  trip  heads  over  the  border  into
Botswana to provide an opportunity to explore one of
Africa’s  greatest  wildlife  destinations,  the  Chobe
National Park. The day is spent cruising down the life-
giving Chobe River on the lookout for the diverse range
of animals that make their way down to the river to
drink  as  well  as  passing  by  river  inhabitants  –  the
crocodiles and hippos.  A fantastic  destination for  all
wildlife  lovers,  photographers,  and  birders,  this
experience continues with a fabulous lunch at a lodge
on  the  river’s  edge  before  heading  back  into  the
national park in safari  vehicles for even more game
viewing and finally, the transfer back to your lodge.

Overnight in Victoria Falls

DAY 6 Victoria Falls -Mpumalanga (KRUGER) [B/-/D]

After  breakfast,  transfer  to  the  airport  for  the  flight  to
Mpumalanga. Upon arrival, you will be transferred to
your lodge in Africa's Iconic Kruger National Park.

Mpumalanga, which means "the place where the sun
rises" in Zulu, is a magnificent province of South Africa.
It  boasts  stunning  canyons,  rivers,  mountains,  and
impressive caves that visitors can explore. Some of the
world's  top  nature  reserves,  including  the  Kruger
National Park, are located here, providing opportunities
to  encounter  African  wildlife  and  appreciate  the
breathtaking scenery. In addition, the province features
charming towns nestled among lush valleys, orchards,
and  cascading  mountains,  allowing  visitors  to
experience the  vibrant  culture  and cuisine  of  South
Africa.  Mpumalanga  offers  a  wealth  of  sights  and

experiences for those who seek to immerse themselves
in  the  full  spectrum of  natural  beauty,  wildlife,  and
small-town charm.

Unwind at the lodge this evening and enjoy dinner.

Overnight in Mapumalanga

DAY 7
Mpumalanga - (Kruger National Park Safari) [B/-
/D]

Indulge in a scrumptious breakfast and get ready for an
exhilarating morning safari at the Kruger National Park,
one  of  Africa's  vast  game reserves.  To  witness  the
animals in their most active state, wake up early and
venture out in an open vehicle with an experienced
guide,  who  will  show  you  the  various  landscapes
ranging from grassy plains to riverine forests.

During the safari, be on the lookout for the "Big Five,"
which  includes  lions,  leopards,  elephants,  buffalo,  and
rhinos,  as  well  as  giraffes,  zebras,  antelopes,  and
diverse bird species. Enhance your knowledge of the
animal's  habitat  and  behavior  and  get  a  better
understanding of the delicate equilibrium of life in the
African wilderness.

Once the safari is over, head back to the lodge for a
relaxed  lunch  and  some  free  time  to  unwind  and
appreciate the natural surroundings.

Evening enjoy dinner at the lodge.

Overnight in Mapumalanga

DAY 8 Mpumalanga - Johannesburg - Cape Town [B/-/-]

After breakfast, we will leave the lodge and drive to
Johannesburg,  but  first,  we  will  take  the  scenic  route
through the famous Panorama Route. This is a stunning
drive that offers breathtaking views of the Blyde River
Canyon, the third-largest canyon in the world, as well
as  waterfalls,  natural  rock  formations,  and  lush
vegetation. We will stop at various viewpoints along the
way, including God's Window, where you can see the
magnificent vistas of the Lowveld and the Drakensberg
Mountains.

We will also visit Bourke's Luck Potholes, a series of
natural rock formations created by centuries of erosion,
and  the  charming  town  of  Pilgrim's  Rest,  a  living



museum of the gold rush era. Along the way, we'll have
the  opportunity  to  purchase  souvenirs  and  support
local vendors.

We'll  stop  for  lunch  (At  own  expense)  at  a  local
restaurant  before  continuing  our  journey  to
Johannesburg  airport  for  your  flight  to  Cape  Town.
Upon arrival in Cape Town, transfer to the hotel. The
evening is at leisure. 

Overnight in Cape Town

DAY 9 Cape Town - Day free at leisure [B/-/-]

The day is free at leisure. Cape Town has plenty of
things to see and do to make the most of your time.
 Explore the V&A Waterfront, wander around the shops,
cafe and restaurants, or pre-boo one of our suggested
Add-ons - 

Add-on Robben Island tour : USD 70 Per person

A Robben Island tour is a must-do activity when visiting
Cape Town. Here's some information about the tour:
 Robben Island is a UNESCO World Heritage site and a
symbol of South Africa's struggle against apartheid. It's
located in Table Bay, about 7 kilometers from Cape
Town.  The  island  served  as  a  prison  for  political
prisoners,  including  Nelson  Mandela,  for  nearly  five
decades. Today, it's a museum and a popular tourist
attraction.
The tour to Robben Island starts with a ferry ride from
the V&A Waterfront in Cape Town. The journey takes
about 30 minutes, and you'll be able to enjoy stunning
views of Table Mountain and the city skyline along the
way.
Once you arrive on the island, you'll  be taken on a
guided  tour  by  a  former  political  prisoner,  who  will
share their personal experiences and give you insights
into  life  on  the  island.  You'll  visit  the  prison  cells,
including Nelson Mandela's cell,  and learn about the
harsh conditions and the prisoners' daily routines.
The tour also includes a visit to the island's museum,
where you can see exhibits about the island's history
and the anti-apartheid struggle. The tour takes about
3.5 hours in total, including the ferry ride.
It's recommended to book your Robben Island tour in
advance,  especially  during  peak  tourist  season,  as
tickets can sell out quickly. It's also important to note
that the tour is weather dependent, and the ferry ride

may be canceled or delayed in case of adverse weather
conditions.
Visiting  Robben  Island  is  a  moving  and  informative
experience  that  offers  a  glimpse  into  South  Africa's
past  and  the  struggle  for  freedom  and  equality.

Add-on Winelands Tour including Lunch: USD 95
Per person

Overnight in Cape Town

Next, head to the historic naval village of Simon’s Town
and visit the South African Naval Museum. Finally, on
the  way  back  to  Cape  Town,  take  a  scenic  drive
through the affluent suburb of Constantia, known for its
world-renowned wine estates. The tour ends with drop-
off at your hotel in the late afternoon
Evening, take a stroll around the harbor and enjoy the
views of Table Mountain and the ocean
