ITINERARY

DAY 1
ARRIVE VANCOUVER – SCENIC DRIVE TO
WHISTLER [-/-/D]

After arriving at Vancouver International Airport, you
meet your driver‑guide and begin your scenic journey
to Whistler via the Sea‑to‑Sky Highway. Along the way,
stop at Shannon Falls to stretch your legs and take in
the beautiful cascading waters. Further along, enjoy a
photo  stop  at  the  Tantalus  Range  viewpoint,  offering
panoramic views of snow‑capped peaks. You arrive in
Whistler by mid‑afternoon and check into your hotel,
ideally located near the village centre. The rest of the
day is yours to unwind before a welcome dinner with
your group, introducing you to the tastes of the Pacific
Northwest.

DAY 2 WHISTLER ALPINE EXPERIENCE [B/-/-]

Begin  your  morning  with  a  relaxed  breakfast
surrounded by the alpine charm of  Whistler  Village.
Then set off for your included adventure on the Peak 2
Peak Gondola—an engineering  marvel  that  connects
Whistler  and  Blackcomb  Mountains.  As  you  glide
between the two peaks, enjoy breathtaking panoramic
views of glacier-capped summits, emerald valleys, and
sparkling alpine lakes far below.

Once  at  the  top,  take  time  to  explore  the  scenic
mountain trails  that meander across the high alpine
terrain. Enjoy crisp mountain air, vibrant wildflowers in
season, and sweeping vistas of the Coast Range. Pause
to  savour  a  warm  drink  or  a  l ight  snack  at  a
mountaintop café  while  surrounded by the dramatic
natural beauty.

In  the  afternoon,  return  to  Whistler  Village,  where
inviting cobblestone walkways lead to boutique shops,
cafés, and art galleries. Take a leisurely stroll through
the  pedestrian-friendly  village,  soaking  in  its  lively
atmosphere before enjoying dinner at one of its many
excellent restaurants.

DAY 3
RETURN TO VANCOUVER – CITY INTRODUCTION
TOUR [B/-/-]

After breakfast, depart Whistler for your scenic journey
along  the  famed  Sea-to-Sky  Highway.  This  winding
coastal route offers stunning views of the Pacific Ocean
on one side and towering mountains on the other. Stop
along the way at Shannon Falls Provincial Park, where
you  can  admire  one  of  British  Columbia’s  tallest
waterfalls cascading dramatically over granite cliffs.

Arrive in Vancouver around midday and enjoy free time
for lunch at Granville Island Public Market. This vibrant
waterfront  marketplace  is  filled  with  local  produce,
artisanal  foods,  and  a  lively  creative  energy.

In the afternoon, embark on a guided city introduction
tour  showcasing  Vancouver’s  natural  beauty  and
cultural highlights. Explore Stanley Park, a lush urban
oasis  with  giant  cedar  trees  and  Indigenous  totem
poles.  Continue  along  the  scenic  waterfront  past
English Bay, and visit historic Gastown, where the old-
world charm of  cobblestone streets  and the famous
Steam Clock tell stories of the city’s past.

Return to your downtown hotel and enjoy the evening
at leisure—perhaps taking a walk along the waterfront
promenade  or  dining  at  one  of  the  city’s  stylish
restaurants.

DAY 4 VANCOUVER AT YOUR OWN RHYTHM [B/-/-]

Start your day with a tranquil breakfast, then head out
for a morning walk along the picturesque Stanley Park
Seawall. Follow the gentle curves of the path beside
the ocean, passing sandy beaches, giant red cedars,
and panoramic views of the North Shore Mountains.

Spend the rest  of  your  day discovering Vancouver’s
relaxed,  cosmopolitan  character.  Visit  one  of  its
charming neighbourhoods,  such as Gastown with its
heritage architecture or Yaletown’s modern waterfront
vibe.  Stop  at  a  local  café  for  a  leisurely  coffee  or
explore  the  shops  and  green  spaces  scattered
throughout  the  downtown  core.



As  evening  falls,  enjoy  a  peaceful  stroll  along  Coal
Harbour or relax with dinner overlooking the water—an
ideal way to experience the city’s easygoing pace and
natural beauty.

DAY 5
NORTH SHORE NATURE & COASTAL SUNSET
[B/-/D]

After breakfast, journey across the Lions Gate Bridge to
Vancouver’s  lush  North  Shore.  Here,  discover  the
natural  wonder  of  Capilano  Suspension  Bridge  Park.
Feel the thrill of crossing the famous 137-metre bridge
suspended  high  above  the  rushing  Capilano  River,
surrounded by towering evergreens and moss-covered
cliffs.  Explore  the  Treetops  Adventure  walkways  and
cliffside  trails  for  a  closer  look  at  the  temperate
rainforest’s  beauty.

Return to the city in the afternoon with time to relax or
enjoy the harbour views before the evening’s highlight.
Gather  with  your  fellow  travellers  for  a  hosted
waterfront dinner, where you’ll savour a delicious meal
featuring  locally  inspired  West  Coast  cuisine.  Dine
against  a  backdrop  of  glittering  harbour  lights  and
mountain  silhouettes  as  you  reflect  on  your
unforgettable  journey  through  British  Columbia.

DAY 6
FERRY THROUGH THE GULF ISLANDS TO
VICTORIA [B/-/-]

Enjoy an early breakfast before departing Vancouver
for the Tsawwassen Ferry Terminal. Board the ferry for
a  picturesque  crossing  through  the  tranquil  Gulf
Islands, where forested isles and rocky shorelines glide
past in a serene coastal panorama. Keep an eye out for
seabirds, seals, and perhaps even whales as you travel
through these scenic waters.

Arrive on Vancouver Island and continue to the world-
famous  Butchart  Gardens.  Stroll  through  a  stunning
array  of  floral  landscapes—from  the  colourful  Sunken
Garden to the peaceful Japanese Garden—and take in

the  vibrant  displays  that  have  delighted  visitors  for
over a century.

Later,  travel  into  Victoria,  the  capital  city  of  British
Columbia. A short orientation drive introduces you to
this elegant seaside city, with its graceful architecture,
manicured  gardens,  and  lively  harbourfront.  The
remainder of the evening is free to wander the Inner
Harbour, enjoy the waterfront atmosphere, or dine at
one of Victoria’s many charming restaurants.

DAY 7 VICTORIA HERITAGE & LEISURE DAY [B/-/D]

After breakfast, experience Victoria’s historic charm on
a horse-drawn carriage tour through the picturesque
James  Bay  district.  Clip-clop  past  stately  heritage
homes,  tree-lined  streets,  and  the  lush  greenery  of
Beacon Hill  Park as your guide shares stories of the
city’s past.

Spend the  rest  of  the  day  at  leisure,  taking  in  the
relaxed coastal atmosphere. You might enjoy exploring
the  Inner  Harbour  promenade,  visiting  local  artisan
shops, or pausing at a café to watch the sailboats drift
by.

In the evening, gather for a special farewell dinner at a
scenic  ocean-view  restaurant.  Celebrate  your
memorable journey through Canada’s West Coast with
fine food, friendly company, and stunning views of the
water—an elegant finale to your adventure.

DAY 8 DEPARTURE – VICTORIA [B/-/-]

After breakfast, transfer to either Victoria International
Airport  or  return  to  Vancouver  by  land  and  ferry,
depending  on  your  flight  schedule.  Your  journey  ends
with  plenty  of  time  to  check  in  and  reflect  on  the
memorable sights and experiences of your Canadian
adventure.
